The total cost per student is £425, which includes:

Accommodation will be in small apartments on site. Students will need to bring their own sleeping bag
and pillowcase. Students will be supervised by their Form Tutors and other school staff throughout the
trip. The school staff will participate in activities where possible and will supervise the students during
the evenings/night. The centre is equipped with security, automated gates, CCTV, and night-time
security.

Each day will feature a variety of activities from the centre’s extensive list. The program will be
structured to ensure all students experience a similar range of activities.
